Pedigree --Meet the Berry Family

Goal: To create a pedigree chart and use it to determine the dominance of the trait, genotypes of the family members.
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Here is the story of the Berry family.  The first couple of the Berry family is Dingle and Goji. They are married and have two kids, Raz and Straw. Dingle’s parents are Black and Blue. Goji’s parents are Acai and Goose. Goji has a brother named Cran.
There is an autosomal gene in their family history that causes people to have blue hair.  The family wants to know if the gene is dominant or recessive and if the gene is sex-linked.

· Acai (female) (76 yrs) and Goose (male) (72yrs) both have normal hair

· Cran has blue hair (32yrs)
